History

Basics
You’ll not only learn about the centuries-old history of carnival 
festivities, but also about its origins and main elements – 
about the music, certain attributes as the fool’s caps and the 
significance of the fool’s number eleven. In another section 
we introduce you to the complex alliance of politics, church 
and carnival throughout the centuries.

Costumes
Our most extraordinary artifacts include masks and costumes 
from all over German-speaking countries and even some from 
overseas. In a virtual „jester’s theatre“, a multimedia show, 
twelve figures from traditional carnivals in Germany and 
Austria compete with each other and tell their stories. 
Here you can have a realistic experience of traditional carnival 
parades – from the noise of innumerable bells to the colorful 
shimmer of countless costumes.
